NEW DELHI : The
Delhi High Court Tuesday
issued notice on a plea by
the Enforcement
Directorate against a trial
court order directing the
release of three senior
employees of Chinese
smartphone maker Vivo’s
India unit, who were
arrested in an alleged
money laundering case.

A single judge bench of
Justice Tushar Rao Gedela
said, “Keeping in view the
gravity of the case put
across by Mr. Zoheb
Hossain, learned Standing
Counsel for the
Directorate of
Enforcement, it appears
imperative to issue
notice”.

The HC, however, said
that since the respondents/
individuals have already
been released in pursuance
of the trial court order of
December 30, 2023, “no
ex-parte ad-interim orders
can be passed”. “However,
keeping in view the
urgency in the present
matter, notices be issued to
the respondents though all
permissible modes includ-
ing by Dasti through the
learned counsel appearing
for the respondents before
the learned Trial Court,”
the HC said and listed the
ED’s plea on Wednesday
i.e. January 3.

The three executives
arrested by the ED in
December last year are
CEO of Vivo India Hong

Xuquan, Chief Financial
Officer of Vivo India
Harinder Dahiya, and con-
sultant Hemant Munjal.

Noting that the accused
were not produced before
the court concerned within
24 hours of their arrest
(December 21), Additional
District Judge Shirish
Aggarwal ordered the
release of the three calling
their arrests “illegal and
void”. Directing the
accused to furnish person-
al bonds worth Rs 2 lakh,
the trial court had also put
certain conditions on them
such as not tampering with
evidence, not leaving India
without the trial court’s
permission and surrender-
ing their passports in the
court.

In October last year, the
ED had arrested four per-
sons, including a Chinese
national and the MD of
Lava International mobile
company, in connection
with the case. In its
remand application before
the trial court, the ED had
alleged that the accused
had cheated the govern-
ment by entering India in a
“disguised and fraudulent
manner to set up an elabo-
rate Chinese-controlled
network throughout the
country… carrying out
activities prejudicial to the
economic sovereignty of
India”. ED had also
alleged that the Vivo
employees were working
without appropriate visas.
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NEW DELHI : A van
driver was detained for
allegedly killing a woman
and her son after ram-
ming into their two-
wheeler and colliding
with other vehicles in
North Delhi’s Burari on
Monday. According to
the police, the accused
said he had an epileptic
seizure and lost control of
the vehicle which led to

the accident. Officers are
medically verifying his
claim. The accused has
been identified as Raju,

39, a resident of
Deepalpur Rai, Haryana,
who drives the van on a
contract basis near

Jahangirpuri and
Bahalgarh. He claims to
have a history of epilep-
sy. The deceased, Kanik
Mahajan, 26, and his
mother Asha, 52, resided
in Tomar Colony, Burari.
They were on their way
home when the accident
took place. According to
officers, on Monday,
Raju deviated from his
usual route near Khatu

Shyam Mandir in Alipur
due to traffic. 

“He was driving near
the petrol pump on Burari
Road when he rammed
into a two-wheeler. The
victims were severely
injured and rushed to the
hospital where they died
during treatment” said
Deputy Commissioner of
Police (North) Manoj
Meena.  Investigators

said that after colliding
with the two-wheeler, the
accused hit two more
vehicles before finally
crashing near the kerb.
He was detained on the
spot. “His claims are cur-
rently under verification.
Medico-legal examina-
tion is being done. The
driver was not under the
influence of alcohol,” the
DCPadded.

2 killed as van hits two-wheeler in North Delhi’s Burari;
accused claims he had ‘epileptic seizure’, detained

NEW DELHI : The
Delhi Police maintained
a strict vigil on New
Year’s Eve to maintain
law and order on the
roads as well as to ensure
smooth traffic in the city.
Officials issued more
than 4,200 challans to
those involved in drink
driving, speeding, jump-
ing red light and other
offences.

Police said more than
10,000 personnel includ-
ing traffic units were
deployed to maintain law
and order on the roads.

On Monday, heavy
traffic congestion was
witnessed around
Kartavya Path, CP, ITO,
Sansad Marg and Red
Fort. 

Extra force was
deployed in the areas
around Defence Colony,
GK, East of Kailash,
Munirka and Hauz Khas
to control traffic, the
police said. As per the
data released by traffic

officials, 2,120 persons
were booked for drinking
and driving from
December 16 to
December 31 in 2023.
Compared to previous
years, the cases of drink
driving and general traf-
fic violations have
almost doubled. Data
shows that between
December 16 and
December 31 in 2022,
more than 1,103 persons
were booked for drinking
and driving. While, in
2021, the number of
offenders was only 274
for the same period.

A senior traffic officer
said, “We have had dou-
ble the number of chal-

lans issued this year due
to active police presence
on the streets. People
were booked for improp-
er parking, wrong-side
driving and for not wear-
ing seat belts. Traffic
police was deployed
around all major malls,
markets, clubs and arteri-
al roads.”

Most offenders were
caught in Sangam Vihar,
Lajpat Nagar, Badarpur,
Kalkaji, Parliament and
Sarita Vihar areas.
Special Commissioner of
Police (Traffic) SS Yadav
had said that more than
250 teams were specifi-
cally tasked to detect
cases of drinking and

driving during the festiv-
ities.

Over 549 people were
booked for drinking and
driving between
December 30-31, in
2023. Most challans were
issued in Kapashera
(Southwest Delhi), fol-
lowed by Nangloi,
Sangam Vihar, Tilak
Nagar and Nand Nagri.
As per the data, traffic
police witnessed an
eight-fold increase in the
number of traffic chal-
lans from previous years.
In 2023, a total of 16,173
cases of drinking and
driving were lodged in
comparison to 2,225
cases in 2022 and 2,831
cases in 2021. Police said
it was due to active
patrolling and picketing
throughout the year.

Most cases were
lodged in Southeast
Delhi— Badarpur, Sarita
Vihar, Lajpat Nagar,
Hauz Khas, Najafgarh,
Punjabi Bagh etc.

Over 4,200 challans issued on New Year’s eve in Delhi; cases of drink driving double

NEW DELHI : A bail
plea has been moved for
Neelam Azad, an accused in
the Parliamentary security
breach case, before the Patiala
House Court in Delhi citing
that she was allegedly pro-
duced in court 29 hours after
her arrest, which is violative
of Article 22 of the
Constitution. Additional
Sessions Judge Hardeep Kaur
will hear the matter on
January 10. The police have
also sought to conduct poly-
graph tests on all the accused,
besides additional tests on two
of the accused. Azad’s bail
plea also stated that she was
not given adequate time to dis-
cuss the circumstances of her
arrest with the counsel
appointed by the District
Legal Services Authority
(DLSA), which prejudiced her

case. Advocate Suresh
Chaudhary, representing
Azad, also wrote in the appli-
cation that a single DLSA
counsel was appointed for all
the accused in the case with-
out giving them any choice. In
addition to seeking permission

to conduct polygraph tests on
all the accused, the Special
Police in Delhi also moved a
modified application seeking
a narcotics test and a brain
mapping test on accused
Manoranjan D and Sagar
Sharma. The court will seek

the consent of the accused for
these tests on January 5.

While Manoranjan and
Sagar had jumped inside the
Lok Sabha hall from the visi-
tors’ gallery and opened
smoke canisters, Neelam
Azad and another accused
Amol Shinde were held for
opening smoke canisters out-
side the new Parliament build-
ing on December 13.  Two
others — Lalit Jha and
Mahesh Kumawat — were
also arrested earlier and pro-
duced in the court. Kumawat
had allegedly contacted Jha,
the key accused, and the oth-
ers via a Facebook group
called Bhagat Singh Fan Page.
Jha is accused of destroying
evidence of the conspiracy in
the case. Currently, all six
accused are in police custody
till January 5.

Parliament breach: Accused Neelam Azad moves bail plea;
Delhi Police seek nod for polygraph tests on all accused

Advocate Suresh Chaudhary, representing Neelam Azad, mentioned in the plea that a single DLSA counsel was appointed for

all the accused in the Parliament security breach case without giving them any choice.
